People’s lives are harmed by 
poverty, which also a"ects 
the social cohesiveness and 
economic expansion. It re-
stricts individuals’ chances 
to reach their full potential, 
take an active role in society, 
and have access to high-qual-
ity services. Poor health, low 
wages, unemployment, and 
poor educational attainment 
are frequently linked to it. All 
of these factors can cause and 
be a result of poverty. Poverty 
is a complex topic that tends 
to linger through time and be 
passed down through genera-
tions.

Globally, the percentage of 
those in extreme poverty de-
creased from 36% in 1990 to 
10% in 2015. 

More than 700 million peo-
ple, or 10% of the world’s 
population, still struggle to 
meet even the most basic 
necessities, such as access to 
water and sanitation, educa-
tion, and health care, to name 
a few. Moreover,  Rural pov-
erty is prevalent throughout 
the world, with a 17.2% rate 
more than three times the 
urban average. 

Delegates participating in 
QLC will discuss and come 
up with their ideas and have 
an opportunity to share their 
perspectives on this global 
issue and claim a suitable 
solution. 

It’s very important to keep 
people aware of this issue. 
Since human beings are inter-
dependent, there are numer-
ous explanations behind this 
crucial issue, but in essence, 
it’s everyone’s job to work 
together and help achieve 
the SDG1 goal of eliminating 
poverty. Growing inequality 
hinders social cohesiveness, 
hinders economic growth, 
exacerbates political and so-
cial tensions, and, in certain 
cases, leads to instability and 
con#icts.

!e year 2019 came in at
number two on the list of
warmest years ever record-
ed, and it marked the end
of the tenth century as the
warmest ever recorded.

In 2019, the levels of car-
bon dioxide (CO2) and 
other greenhouse gases in 
the atmosphere reached 
new highs, breaking previ-
ous records. 

!e e"ects of climate
change are being seen in
every nation on every con-
tinent.

!is improvement is only
going to last for a short
period of time despite
the fact that it is expect-
ed that greenhouse gas
emissions will reduce by
roughly 6 percent in the
year 2020 owing to travel
prohibitions and economic
slowdowns caused by the
COVID-19 pandemic. !e
process of climate change is
not pausing. As soon as the
world economy starts to
recover from the epidemic,

it is anticipated that emis-
sions would return to their 
previous, higher levels. 

It is imperative that im-
mediate action be taken to 
combat both the epidemic 
and the climate disaster 
in order to save lives and 
maintain livelihoods. 

!e goal of the Paris

Agreement, which was 
established in 2015, is to 
improve the global re-
sponse to the threat posed 
by climate change by en-
suring that the rise in 
global temperature during 
this century would be well 
below 2 degrees Celsius 
above the levels that ex-
isted before industrializa-
tion. !e agreement also 

intends to boost the ability 
of countries to deal with 
the implications of climate 
change by providing ade-
quate #nancial $ows, a new 
technology framework, 
and an enhanced capacity 
building framework. !ese 
three pillars make up the 
framework for the accord.

!e Sustainable Development Goal
16 fosters “peaceful and inclusive
societies for sustainable develop-
ment, provide access to justice for
all and build e"ective, accountable
and inclusive institutions at all lev-
els” To ful#ll the Sustainable De-
velopment Goals, society must be
peaceful, just, and inclusive.

Governments, civil society, and 
communities must collaborate to 
develop long-term strategies to 
minimize violence, provide justice, 
#ght corruption, and guarantee in-
clusivity in all situations in order to 
attain peace, justice, and inclusion. 
It is necessary to preserve freedom 
of speech, both publicly or private-
ly. Actions that have an impact on 
individuals’s livelihoods must be 
made with their input. !ere must 
be no discrimination in the applica-
tion of laws and regulations. Con-
$icts must be settled via operating 
political and judicial institutions.

Regardless of their race or religious 
beliefs, people worldwide deserve 
to be exempt from all types of ter-
ror and feel secure as they proceed 
throughout their daily lives. In or-
der to accomplish that, e%cient and 
inclusive governmental institutions 
are needed, these can provide ele-
vated healthcare and education, fair 
economic policies, and accessible 
environmental conservation in or-
der to progress the SDGs.

Homicides, human tra%cking, as well 
as other criminal networks, and unjust 
laws or behaviors, are crimes that endan-
ger the basis of stable society. Even the 
most advanced democracies in the world 
have formidable obstacles in combating 
domestic crime, corruption, and human 
rights abuses. Armed con$ict and inse-
curity have a negative e"ect on a nation’s 
development, slowing down economic 
expansion and frequently giving rise to 
long-standing community issues. 

Genuinely being invested in what 
a government is conducting helps 
a society become more conscious 
of the reality of violence, the value 
of peaceful and equitable societies, 
and practical ways to accomplish the 
SDGs. Achieving the objective could 
be facilitated by utilizing the right 
to freedom of information, the right 
to hold elected o%cials accountable, 
and the right to express one’s opin-
ions to elected authorities (SDG). 
!e circumstances for a life of digni-
ty for everyone can be improved by
fostering inclusiveness and respect
toward persons of diverse back-
grounds, ethnic origins, faiths, gen-
der, or di"erent viewpoints.

A Sui-
cide Survivor, Wellness 
Advocate, Best-Selling 
Author & Documentary 
Filmmaker. 

Kevin Hines, who sur-
vived suicide by leaping 
o! the Golden Gate
Bridge, motivates and
instructs people on how
to maintain a healthy
mental state in the hopes
of reducing the number
of suicides. What struck
me upon hearing his
story was when he said
“god please save me I
made a mistake”. Which
made me think of the
amount of people that
regret it in that instant
moment.

Storyteller Kevin Hines 
shares adventures. 
In addition to being 
a best-selling author 
and renowned public 
speaker, he also makes 
award-winning docu-
mentaries. Kevin made 
an attempt on his life in 
the year 2000 by leap-
ing o! the Golden Gate 
Bridge. His amazing 
survival was made pos-
sible by a sea lion, who 
kept him a"oat until 
the Coast Guard came, 
among other things. 
Kevin is currently on the 
road teaching people of 
all ages the art of well-
ness and how to endure 
pain with true toughness 

while sharing his 
narrative of optimism, 
heal-ing, and faith.
Only 36 people survived 
the fall from the Golden 
Gate Bridge, including 
him (which is less than 
1% of the human 
population)
